NEW SUPERINTENDENT APPOINTED FOR HARTFORD SCHOOLS

On Monday evening, April 21%, Hartford began another chapter in its continuing quest to improve our public
school system, by appointing Beth Schiavino-Narvaez as the next superintendent. Schiavino-Narvaez comes to
us from Marylandds Mont gomery Co uwhdreysheDvasiruchayge & scipoelr i
support and improvement. Her focus was working with principals to raise achievement levels among minority
students.

The Board of Education conducted a national search over several months, followed by interviews with the final
two candidates and wrapping up with public forums. The 8 -1 vote sealed the decision; Schiavino-Narvaez will
assume her new position on July 1, 2014 pending contract negotiations. She is supported by business and
community leaders, educators, and residents who feel she is attuned with the Hartford school system, its unique
challenges and the efforts already underway toward improvement.

Schiavino-Narvaez feels the current combination of neighborhood schools, charter schools and magnet schools
is creativ e . She is clear, however, t hat fiin order for
consistent and high in every school, across the sy¢g
and the Mayor, city leaders, school staff, st udent s, parents, and co-Manaezi t vy

The following article was written by eighth grade student, Mariah Boria, after learning about the issue of modern
slavery in the New York Times6 Upf ront 6 magazi ne. Mari ah wrote the
school community.

Slavery: A Thing of the Present?

Most people would agree that slavery was one of the darkest periods in U.S. history and that we would never
let something like that happen ever again. Well, that is far from the truth. Slavery is still very much present, not
only in America, but around the world. Slavery no longer looks like it did 100 years ago where slaves were
being captured and put on slave ships to later be sold in public auctions. But it is just as horrible. There are
more than 27 million people living in modern-day slavery. This includes 60,000 in the United States alone.
Among these victims are men, women and even children. These innocent people are lured in with promises of
a better life and enough income to support their families. These victims hoping to support their families are only
met with poor working conditions and no pay. Most never get to see their families again.

There is no ignoring the fact that young people are being forced to work all day under the hot sun for as long as
20 hours a day, or that young women are being forced to sell their bodies. Even President Obama
acknowl edges this saying fAiThe ingémtstcebetdbal badria
modern sl avery, o0 Why do people continue to ensl ave
involving slavery? Part of the problem is the high demand for cheap labor. In fact, this helps sustain the growth
of flourishing economies like China, who produces inexpensive goods and sells them to nations like the U.S.
Traffickers thrive in countries like India, China, the Democratic Republic of Congo, and Russia where crimes,
poverty, and discrimination against certain ethnic groups are very common.

Even though human trafficking may not necessarily
doesndt mean that it doesndt exist. Just as kvelRmokeh e
man who promised her all sorts of modeling gigs. This later led to her being forced into prostitution. For 10
months she was brutally beaten and kept in captivity with threats to her family. Eventually a victim brought the
case to the police and the man was arrested,but ot hers arendét so lucky.

The first steps to end 21 century slavery were taken in 2000. Fourteen years later many more steps have been
taken, but policy makers say that there has not been enough money designated or political action taken, to
ensure that these horrible crimes stop. How can you help? Well, you can start by doing research. A lot of

items that people use every day, like electronics, clothes, make-up, fish, and yes even chocolate, are made
using slave labor. Try to find out how and where your clothes are produced, or look for fair trade labels on the
foods that you buy at the grocery store. Thi s may
spread of modern-d ay sl avery, tuhcantaBshelphy spreading avarenesy. d_et everyone know
that slavery is not just a thing of the past but a thing of the present that we must prevent from continuing in the
future.
